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Abstract

The main objective of the present study is to make a geographical analysis of the
effect of migration on the social level of working women of Durg-Bhilai cities of
Chhattisgarh state. This study is based entirely on primary data. For detailed study
of working women of these cities, information related to working women engaged in
varions works has been obtained through interviews and schedules on the basis of
objective-complete divine vision method. In this way, after obtaining information from
1202 worfking women from both the cities, the effect of migration has been analyzed
on the basis of the subject of the study. The caste structure, migration pattern and
educational status have been studied under the social conditions of working women.
The selected working women have been given weight on the basis of their caste,
edncational level, quantity and price quality of consumption of non-food items and
commodities, after that the combined weight index of the weight of all standard units
has been found. Based on the combined weight index obtained, the working women
have been categorized into three social strata: low, medinm and high. The selected
working women are divided into three geographical patterns on the basis of their
Pplace of birth. In the first category, those women who were born in different
development blocks of the district have been fept in the working women migrants
[from within the district, while in the second category, the working women migrated
from different districts of Chhattisgarh and in the third category from other states of
India. Migrant working women have been included. Thus, the effect of migration
pattern on the social level of selected working women has been analyzed using
multivariate multivariate correlation coefficient under the multivariate model nsed by

Jatrana (2001) and Cox (1972).
